City Seeks Donations for
Individuals Transitioning from
Homelessness

The City of Greensboro’'s Community Safety Department
(CSD) requests donations of household items and furniture
for the new Housing First Plus initiative. Housing First Plus is
designed to move Greensboro’s most vulnerable individuals
from the street into stable housing, while providing them
intensive case management.

The pilot program, which combines case management for
clients with incentives and support for participating
landlords, will work with 20 individuals. Some clients will be
moving into unfurnished homes as soon as Monday, June 1.
The CSD needs the following items:

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DIY Mosquito Treatment:
The Bucket of Doom

With the weather warming up, get ready for more
mosquitos. As an alternative to broad-spectrum insecticide
treatments such as foggers and commercial spraying
services, consider making a homegrown Bucket of Doom to
mitigate the problem. This simple method replicates the
stagnant water habitat that attracts mosquitos to lay eggs,
but adds a biological control called BTi (Bacillus thuringensis
israelensis), a larvicide which will kill the mosquito larvae.
Also known as the Mosquito Bucket Challenge, it
emphasizes neighborhood-scale participation for making an
impact.

This technique originated with renowned ecologist Doug
Tallamy through his website Homegrown National Park, and
also promoted by the Sidewalk Nature website, as well as
numerous home and garden magazines. Advocates
acknowledge that it is not a ‘silver bullet,” but that it can be a
simple, low-cost alternative to chemical spraying, which has
collateral impacts for children, pets, pollinators and other
non-target insects and wildlife. When combined with all the
other mosquito-fighting tricks (repellants, circulating fans,
and larger habitat modifications) hopefully the summer
season can be made more enjoyable outside.

The Bucket of Doom is assembled typically with a five-
gallon bucket, filled half-way with water. Add a bunch of
grass clippings or other organic materials. A mosquito dunk,
a donut-shaped form containing the BTi, is added or
suspended in a net. This attracts the adult to lay its eggs,
but stops the larvae from developing. A dunk usually lasts
for about 30 days.

Any similar container can be used, but it is recommended to
provide some safety measures for toddlers and smaller
wildlife that might investigate the bucket. Drilled lid covers,
wire-mesh coverings and ‘escape’ sticks are easily
incorporated to customize your bucket.

The key to wider effectiveness is having lots of buckets at
work, turning individual action into neighborhood-scale
impact.

The Second Hand Book at 908 Spring Garden Street

Once, while visiting friends in New Bedford, MA, | had a
conversation about what | wanted to do, and not do, with
my life. | told my friend | no longer wanted to work for other
people, to which she suggested | open a bookstore. Not
wanting to deal with all of the different genres, | did think |
would happily have a children’s bookstore.

When | got home to Asheville | went back to my regular job
at a coffee shop inside a bookstore. One day | walked by a
book titled The Night Bookmobile by Audrey Niffenegger.

| had an epiphany. | would start a bookmobile for children.
This was in 2012. | took a class for writing business plans,
then applied to a small business incubator program at
Asheville Buncombe Technical Community College. | was
accepted into the incubator and was awarded a grant; all |
had to do was complete two semesters at the community
college while juggling school, a job, and a two-year old.

When | finally finished the program, | took the money and
bought a used motorcycle trailer. | paid a local woodworker
to put shelves in it, painted it, and got an artist | knew to
draw a logo. Hence, the Snake, Rabbit, and Snail Bookmobile
for Children was realized in 2014. After selling a few books on
a sliding scale, | decided I'd rather give books away to kids
for free and became a nonprofit. Fast forward to June of
2020. My family moved down the mountain to Greensboro. |
drove that crazy old trailer down 1-40, fearing for my life the
entire time.

| decided to try selling books again, this time, not children’s
books. | bought a tent and started doing some pop-ups and

festivals while working at the library.

There is a reading nook in the
window and a couple more chairs in the main part of the
store.

Anyone interested in
doing an art show can also contact me, performance art is
welcome. There will be occasional Sunday Matinee movies
and other random events. | usually post events on flyers in
my window, around town, and post on Instagram
@akadirtybooks. A website is in the works, but not quite
ready yet.

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CALLING ALL CATS TO SPREAD THE
“MEWEST” NEWS IN FELINE
REGENERATIVE MEDICINE

Stem cell therapy is one of the most discussed innovations in veterinary medicine today and University
Animal Hospital (UAH) of Greensboro, PLLC has been performing these lifesaving procedures since
2004. Stem cells occur naturally in the body and respond to any damaged tissues. Stem cells can
transform into any tissue type that needs repair: bones, muscles, cartilage, tendons, and major organs
such as the heart and kidney. They even reverse autoimmune diseases such as inflammatory bowel
disease, feline oral resorptive and polyarthritis. UAH originally used the patient’s own adipose (fat)
tissue which we processed and cryo-banked at the California Vet Stem Institute for future use. Qur
younger patients have done well with this procedure; however, our smaller felines, the clinically ill and
geriatric patients, sometimes struggled post-operatively until they received their stem cell therapy.
After treatment, pet parents report great physical activity improvement (zoomies in the backyard!!),
neurological improvement, excellent pain control and over 4 to 6 weeks clinical improvement of heart
and kidney function.

Four years ago, we added |.V. K-S amnion derived stem cell to our Stem Cell program. It performs like
fat-derived stem cells but only lasts about 1 year and requires no surgery. With feline pet parent’s
permission, we have also administered K-9 stem cells L.V. to cats without any adverse events. In fact,
my own cat, Winston, has had three I.V. K-9 amnion treatments. However, both types of treatments
are not options for our geriatric or sick cats. But there is new hope.

By Fall of 2026, we will offer Feline Uterine Derived Stem Cells. Pending final FDA stage 3 approval,
this new therapy will prevent feline chronic gingivostomatitis (FCGS). Historically, the extraction of all
teeth has been the only treatment for this painful disease. Now Radioisotope stem cell tracking
confirms that stem cells travel to all areas of inflammation including the oral cavity. We expect
yearly L.V. injections of this novel product to be the first cure for FCGS. Look for an update on this
exciting new therapy in the next newsletter and read about our 17-year-old geriatric Ginger Tabby,
“Good Boy”, who has survived all odds because of stem cell therapy.

	DIY Mosquito Treatment:  The Bucket of Doom Written | By: Emily Jones
	With the weather warming up, get ready for more mosquitos. As an alternative to broad-spectrum insecticide treatments such as foggers and commercial spraying services, consider making a homegrown Bucket of Doom to mitigate the problem. This simple method replicates the stagnant water habitat that attracts mosquitos to lay eggs, but adds a biological control called BTi (Bacillus thuringensis israelensis), a larvicide which will kill the mosquito larvae. Also known as the Mosquito Bucket Challenge, it emphasizes neighborhood-scale participation for making an impact.
	This technique originated with renowned ecologist Doug Tallamy through his website Homegrown National Park, and also promoted by the Sidewalk Nature website, as well as numerous home and garden magazines. Advocates acknowledge that it is not a ‘silver bullet,’ but that it can be a simple, low-cost alternative to chemical spraying, which has collateral impacts for children, pets, pollinators and other non-target insects and wildlife. When combined with all the other mosquito-fighting tricks (repellants, circulating fans, and larger habitat modifications) hopefully the summer season can be made more enjoyable outside.
	The Bucket of Doom is assembled typically with a five-gallon bucket, filled half-way with water. Add a bunch of grass clippings or other organic materials. A mosquito dunk, a donut-shaped form containing the BTi, is added or suspended in a net. This attracts the adult to lay its eggs, but stops the larvae from developing. A dunk usually lasts for about 30 days.
	Any similar container can be used, but it is recommended to provide some safety measures for toddlers and smaller wildlife that might investigate the bucket. Drilled lid covers, wire-mesh coverings and ‘escape’ sticks are easily incorporated to customize your bucket.
	The key to wider effectiveness is having lots of buckets at work, turning individual action into neighborhood-scale impact.
